Park work day will be April 30" so mark your calendars. The work will
be similar to last year and will include irrigation work, preparing the planting area around the
pool for planting flowers, cleaning, placing wood chips and mulch, cutting tree roots, placing
branches in designated areas on the street, and many more miscellaneous tasks. Lunch will
be served for the workers and their families.

We have upgraded the pool house with new toilets and the floor has been coated with a multi-
colored vinyl acrylic non-slip coating.

CHANGE TO PARK & POOL RESERVATION FORM AND POLICY 04/07/16

For many years when someone wanted to reserve the park and/or pool for a special
event a copy of the property owner o6s i
coverage was required. This approved practice was instituted as a solution when the
overwhelming majority of events were sponsored by owners. As more and more tenan
choose to use the Common Facilities for events, the question of what qualifies for evi-
dence of insurance has come to light.

We have found there is a big variation and limitations of liability which is not consistent
from policy to policy. Also we now have more tenants requesting a reservation which

S

means they have to go to the property owner to secure a copy of the insurance coverape.

The Board has determined that to require a release of liability or waiver of liability for
the event is the most clear and complete way to protect the owners common interests
from liabilities of tenant's or individual owner's events in the Common Facilities.

Rather than trying to identify what an appropriate limit of liability for an event should

be, what constitutes proper evidence of insurance, and other detailed questions, a relerse

or waiver is one document required by all in order to hold gatherings of a size defined
the Board as an event. This approach will most easily fit into the authorities provided b
the 1993 CCRs.

1. Pood and Park are reserved on a firsf-come firsf-senved basiz.

2. Parties of 11 to 28 require a completed, signed Reservation form. Parties of 30 and up require
completed form and Board approval and must be submitted 30 days or more prior fo the event. Also
required is a fiyer to go out to all owners whose yards back up to the park with date and times of the
event. This is done as a courtesy by request of said homeowners.

3. Only one party is allowed per day in the park or pool area.

4_ The board or its representative must approve all parties. Approval is at the sole discrefion of the board.
Amy event that would result in damage to park facilities will be prohibited.

5. All pool and park rules must be followed during sponsored events.
8. A liability release form must be signed by the sponsonng member prior to the event.
T. Pool activities may be reserved amy day of the weeh.

8. Pool/Park may not be exclusively reserved. All homeowners will be able to
use the park and pool during activities.

f. Both restrooms should be left clean and locked when leaving the area.

10. Repairing or replacing equipment damaged or broken during acthvity is the
sole responsibility of the sponsoring member.

Park and Pool Hours:
Sunday through Thursday - 7 a.m. to 10 p.m.
Friday and Saturday - ¥ a.m. to 11 p.m.

Residents' children under the age of 12 years MUST be accompanied by their parent or
another family member or responsible person who is age 15 years or older. The behavior of all
children in the pool and park areas is the responsibility of their parents.

Guests

a. Guests MUST be accompanied by sponsoring member at all imes.
b. Guests under 15 years MUST be accompanied by an adult resident.
c. Baby sitters may not bring guests.

d. Owners are responsible for all damage and rule violations by guests.

e. Each resident is allowed two guests at the pool. Exceptions must be approved by the Board
of Directors in advance. [See Fark/Pool Reservalion Policy)

f. Owners may not have pool or park parties without first obtaining written consent from the
Board of Directors. Proof of insurance is required. (See Park/Pool Reservation Policy)

Activities prohibited in the pool area include: running, pushing, dunking, diving into shallow
pool or wading pool, or other hazardous or unsafe activity.

Mo plug-in audio or video eguipment may be used in the pool area, nor shall audio equipment
be amplified and directed toward the pool area from a remote area. Equipment operated by
battery or power cell may be used; however, the volume shall be maintained at a level which is
not disturbing to others in the area.

Any identification required by the Association must be wom in the pool area at all times or
produced upon request by any Owner, Duplication of keys and other Association identification
or fumishing either to non-members is strictly prohibited.

Mo pets are pemmitted in the pool area. Pets in the park must be leashed and accompanied by
the owner. Owners are required to cleanup any mess left by pets.

Any member may insist that anyone violating the rules leave the pool and/or park area. Any
person so notified must comply.

Violation of these Rules may result in an enforcement action as
provided for in the Conditions, Covenants and Restrictions.
